PARKING/CLEAN-UP- 4 people needed. 
This position helps cyclists find parking spots and also will assist with clean-up when the event is finished.  Volunteers work from 7am-12noon. 

MORNING SET-UP AT THE EVENT- 8 people
This position assists with setting up for the start of the Tour de Donut.  Whatever needs to be done!  From hanging banners and signs; donut stop/aid station set-up; tents, tables & chair set-up; etc.  Bring a pair of work gloves.  Volunteers work from 6am-8am. 

POST EVENT TEAR DOWN- 8 people 
This position assists with tearing down the above items that were put up!  Volunteers work from 

11am- 1pm. 

DAY OF EVENT RACE PACKET PICK-UP/LATE REGISTRATIONS- 4 people

This position will hand out race packets to registered participants and also take late registrations until 7:30 am.  Volunteers work from 6:30am- 8:30am. 

STARTING LINE/FINISH LINE HELPERS- 4 people 

This position assists riders in lining up for the start (according to their anticipated pace); and assists at the finish line recording times and “donuts eaten” information. Volunteers work from 8am- 12noon. 

RACE COURSE MONITORS/DIRECTIONAL AIDS- 20 people 

This position is located along the 30 mile race course- mainly at turns, intersections, etc. to give directional and traffic assistance to the bike riders.  It is highly desirable for these individuals to have transportation (car or bike) and a cell phone to contact race officials of emergencies and bike breakdowns.  Volunteers work from 8am-12noon. 

RACE SUPPORT WAGONS- 2 people

This position will drive a tractor/wagon along the race route picking up any participant who desires to “call it quits” or perhaps has a bike mechanical failure. Volunteers work from 8:30am- 12noon. 

DONUT EATING STATION HELPERS- 4 people/stop

There are two donut eating stops on the Tour.  These are the stops where riders eat donuts to knock time off their ride.  This position will be busy handing out donuts and counting/recording the number each rider eats.  Volunteers work from: Stop #1: 8:30am-10am;   Stop #2: 9am-11am.
